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Outreach Extensions is pleased to offer two Reentry Campaign documentaries 
– RED HOOK JUSTICE and DEADLINE – to organizations that wish to conduct 
local screenings and other outreach activities.   
 
The first of this month’s film offers is RED HOOK JUSTICE, which will air on May 
24, 2005 on PBS’s Independent Lens series.  Please check your local listings for 
specific date and time. Produced and directed 
by Meema Spadola, RED HOOK JUSTICE is a 
production of Sugar Pictures LLC. In 2000, an 
experimental court opened its doors in Red 
Hook, Brooklyn – a neighborhood plagued by a 
cycle of unemployment, poverty and crime. 
This new court seeks to stop crime and heal 
the surrounding community. It is at the center of 
a legal revolution – the community justice 
movement. Instead of jail time, offenders are 
sentenced to job training, drug counseling, and community service. But it’s no 
easy way out. If they fail, they face longer jail time. RED HOOK JUSTICE's film 
crew was allowed exclusive access at the court for nearly two years, capturing 
vérité scenes of intake interviews in the holding cells, court proceedings, 
community meetings, and other day-to-day workings of the Justice Center.  
 
Individuals profiled in the film include: Anthony and Michael Ward, orphaned teen 
brothers who fight to resist the pull of the streets; Letitia Sanchez, a heroin addict 
who struggles to kick the habit when she becomes pregnant; Leroy Davis, a court 
officer who grew up in the Red Hook housing projects; Brett Taylor, a dedicated 
Legal Aid attorney who wonders if the new court helps or hurts his clients; and 
Judge Alex Calabrese, who takes a hands-on approach with defendants.  
 
The story of RED HOOK JUSTICE resonates far beyond Brooklyn. When the Red 
Hook Community Justice Center opened, it was the first of its kind; today there 
are nearly three dozen similar courts around the United States. This innovative 
project draws both supporters and detractors.

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evidence, or to transform the entire Illinois capital 
punishment system. The stakes of this decision are 
the lives of over 170 people, and Ryan’s own political 
career. And he has only until January to issue his 
final decision. DEADLINE captures the ensuing 
dramatic series of events as they unfold. 
 
At first glance, Governor Ryan is an unlikely 
protagonist. For twenty years, he was a tough-on-
crime, pro-death penalty Republican. Voters elected 
him because they believed he would maintain the 
status quo, follow the party line, and not rock the 
boat. But, shortly after he became governor, a group 
of undergraduate journalism students at 
Northwestern University discovered important 
evidence that proved a man on death row was 
wrongly convicted. Their revelation came just a few 
hours before the man’s scheduled execution. Then 
another death row inmate was found innocent, and 
another.  
 
Deeply worried by this information, the governor took 
action. He set up special clemency hearings for each 
person on death row. Each inmate’s lawyer was 
given one-half hour to make a case for his or her 
client’s life; each prosecutor was allotted an equal 
time to prove the need for the inmate’s execution. 
This was human drama in its rawest, most urgent 
form.  
 
With astounding access to special clemency 
hearings, the death row prisoners, exonerated men, 
and Governor Ryan himself, directors Katy Chevigny 
and Kirsten Johnson bring us directly into the 
emotional and legal storm surrounding Ryan's 
decision. 
 
DEADLINE is New York-based Big Mouth 
Productions’ sixth feature-length documentary film 
and both Johnson and Chevigny’s second film. 
Chevigny's directorial debut was Journey to the 
West: Chinese Medicine Today (2002), distributed by 
Wellspring Media. Johnson's previous film, Innocent 
Until Proven Guilty, premiered at the Berlin 
International Film Festival in 1999 and was featured 
on HBO.

Sample questions and activities from the RED 
HOOK JUSTICE Discussion Guide: 
 
• [Opening  Question] Did the film challenge any 
of your ideas about community justice? What 
practices in the Red Hook Community Justice 
Center worked most effectively from your point of 
view? What changes would you suggest? 
 
• [Question for Youth] Court Officer Leroy Davis 
says that the courts “should treat the community 
with a lot more respect than we would normally 
give.”  What would “treating the community with 
respect” look like to you? 
 
• [Question for Adults] Brett Taylor (defense 
attorney): “[Critics would] say that I’m setting 
people up for failure. It’s too early to say, are our 
clients getting [a good deal] or not. At this point, if 
you ask me, I think our clients are making out much 
better here.” In what way could the Red Hook court 
be setting up clients for failure? Do you think Red 
Hook’s clients are better off? How would you 
evaluate the court based on the film? 

 
Writing Activity for Youth 
• Write a poem, essay, story, letter, or editorial 
based on your initial reaction to the film. If you have 
a chance, put it away until you have had a chance 
to think about the film for a while or even watch it 
again. Then read what you wrote and consider 
whether your original thoughts or feelings are still 
true. If things have changed, write about what has 
changed.

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KLRN/SAN ANTONIO UNVEILS 2005 REENTRY CAMPAIGN SCHEDULE  
 

KLRN/San Antonio, TX unveiled its 2005 reentry screening and community discussion series on November 4, 2004 
with its partner, the University of Texas at San Antonio (UTSA) College of Public Policy. Seventy community 

leaders, educators, and students attended the launch event, which was held at the 
UTSA Downtown Campus. 
 
Clarence Watson, himself formerly incarcerated, started off the evening with his 
personal story of successful reentry. Watson was in and out of prison six times before 
he turned his life around. Now a college graduate, he counsels AIDS patients for the 
San Antonio organization, Beat Aids, Inc.  
 
The 2005 reentry screening and community discussion series will feature segments 
from Reentry National Media Outreach Campaign documentaries. The project 
planning team worked together to identify panelists who will be part of each of the six 
2005 screenings. Planning team members spoke at the launch event about the 

reentry themes that will be featured throughout the coming year.    
 
The 2005 themes and screening dates are as follows:  

ο January 27 - Barriers to Offender Reentry 
ο March 31 - Housing, Employment, Health, Special Needs 
ο May 26 - Family, Faith, and Social Networks 
ο July 28 - Youth 
ο September 29 - Women 
ο December 1 - Best Practices - Programs that Work! 

 
“This series of screenings and panel discussions in 2005 provides an extraordinary opportunity for us to have a 
positive impact on the issues and barriers experienced by former offenders in San Antonio and South Texas,” said 
UTSA professor John Byrd, who made closing remarks at the event. Byrd went on to say, “Many of the public 
policy concerns in today’s society are solvable, while others are only manageable. The 2005 series can create the 
public awareness and momentum to move offender reentry from the manageable to the solvable column through 
the adoption of common sense strategies that will work to the advantage of former offenders, their families, and our 
communities.” 
 
Each attendee received a packet with information on prisoner reentry as well as flyers promoting the film series for 
distribution to others not in attendance. A copy of Outside the Walls: A National Snapshot of Community-
Based Prisoner Reentry Programs, a signature resource for the Reentry National Media Outreach Campaign, 
was also included. Many participants requested multiple packets to take with them to hand out to other interested 
individuals; approximately 120 were given away. 
 
Ray Hamilton, a charter member of the Greater San Antonio Crime Prevention Commission, who was present, said 
his organization believes it is far better to prevent crime than to react to it. “I believe any effort to reduce the rate of 
recidivism among released prisoners and parolees deserves support from the community.” 
 
Like many others who were present, Hamilton was especially touched by Watson’s story. He feels there is always 
a chance for a better and more productive life regardless of one’s past behavior. However, he went on to say, “It’s 
obvious that one cannot succeed without help. That's where we must be prepared to give of our time and 
resources to help individuals like Clarence reenter society.” 
 
In preparation for the first screening in January, reentry was the featured topic on KLRN's program, Conversations, 
on January 20th. Dr. Michael Gilbert, chair of the UTSA Department of Criminal Justice, discussed reentry with host 
Juan Sepulveda and how it should work to best serve the freed as well as the community. The pair also talked 
about the situation in Texas and what is being done on the local level.

WFYI, Indianapolis’ public television station, 
recently completed a year-long series of events 
around the Reentry National Media Outreach 
Campaign. Together with its partners, Volunteers 
of America (VOA), MCCOY (Marion County 
Commission on Youth), Mentoring Children of 
Promise (MCP), Craine House, and PACE/OAR, 
the events in fall 2004 drew attention to themes of 
family preservation, women who are incarcerated, 
and youth development. This work was 
accomplished through interactive workshops that 
featured community resources, screenings, and 
opportunities for engagement.  
 
WFYI’s partnership with PACE/OAR led to the 
production of a short video on the organization.  
Public Action in Correctional Effort (PACE) was 
founded in Indiana in 1960. Its original mission 
was to provide volunteer visitors to prisoners at 
what was formerly known as the Indiana 
Reformatory at Pendleton. A short time later, 
PACE broadened its activities to include 
advocacy as well as work in other penal 
institutions throughout the state. Offender Aid and 
Restoration (OAR) started its work in 1968, after a 
state prison riot in Richmond, Virginia. OAR/
Marion County (Indianapolis) began operating in 
1982 as a nonprofit organization. PACE and OAR 
officially merged in December 2002, combining 
two of Indianapolis' oldest nonprofit criminal 
justice agencies.

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breaker” to introduce the topics of reentry and mentoring. 
Community mentoring organizations seeking 
partnerships with black churches in an effort to reach 
people of color and recruit them as mentors, found them 
especially helpful in validating the role of the church in 
responding to reentry needs.   
 
Dean Radcliffe-Lynes, producer of the faith video, 
documented a Justice Sunday service at the 59th Street 
Baptist Church in Philadelphia. She also filmed a Prayer 
Breakfast, held at the Cambria Correctional Center, 
which was attended by clergy and other stakeholders. A 
highlight of the event were the remarks of Rev. Dr. W. 
Wilson Goode, Sr., Amachi/Public/Private Ventures. A 
meeting between a Big Brother Big Sister mentor and 
mentee was filmed at Bright Hope Baptist Church, whose 
members volunteer to mentor children with parents who 
are incarcerated. All scenes will be used in To Serve This 
Present Age:  Reentering Through Faith. 
 
The Reentry Campaign also sent Outside the Walls:  A 
National Snapshot of Community-Based Prisoner 
Reentry Programs to the 17 Big Brothers Big Sisters 
organizations, four offices of NABCJ, and the U.S. Dream 
Academy, all of which were participating in Justice 
Sunday 2005. Event leaders were asked to introduce the 
videos or screen them for their audiences. One of the 
reentry programs profiled in the Faith section of Outside 
the Walls is the Amachi Mentoring Program, a unique 
partnership of secular and faith-based organizations 
working together to provide mentoring to children of 
incarcerated parents. Key partners include Big Brothers 
Big Sisters and local congregations. 
 
Beyond Justice Sunday, event leaders were invited to 
use “To Serve This Present Age: Reentering though 
Faith” in making presentations to clergy, particularly 
those in minority communities, to motivate and recruit 
men and women mentors from religious institutions. They 
were also invited to screen portions of Outside the Walls 
as part of community and faith-based events related to 
reentry and mentoring.

The Reentry National Media Outreach Campaign 
worked in collaboration with the National Religious 
Affairs Association (NRAA) of the National Association 
of Blacks in Criminal Justice (NABCJ) to support 
Justice Sunday 2005. In addition to supporting the 
Martin Luther King, Jr. Day of Service, the NRAA 
launched Justice Sunday to honor Dr. King as a 
preacher and for his unselfish acts of service for the 
Beloved Community.  
 
Now in its fifth year, Justice Sunday events were held 
on January 16, 2005. The annual theme, A Charge To 
Keep We Have:  Service Before and Beyond, is a 
call to action, mobilizing thousands of diverse 
community and faith-based volunteers who pledged 
acts of service on the day before the King holiday. The 
emphasis for 2005 was on mentoring children whose 
parents are or were incarcerated.  
 
In keeping with the primary goals of the NRAA, Justice 
Sunday inspired increased dedication and new 
initiatives to engage and mobilize the faith community 
to work in the criminal justice arena. NABCJ chapters 
and Big Brothers Big Sisters of America sponsored 
Justice Sunday service projects, partnering with service 
agencies, schools, churches, and organizations in their 
local communities.  
 
The NRAA’s Web site, www.nraa-nabcj.org, reports 93 
sites that conducted Justice Sunday events. She said 
that the level of response has prompted the NRAA to 
extend its National Day of Recruitment to a year-long 
recruitment initiative. The NRAA will identify other days 
in the year significant to Dr. King through which the 

organization will highlight recruitment 
efforts. The NRAA expects to mobilize 
10,000 people by the end of the year. 
 
Participants in Justice Sunday events 
received a brochure and promotional 
video on To Serve This Present Age: 
Reentering Through Faith. Currently in 
production, with an anticipated completion 
date of spring 2005, this instructional 
video represents a collaboration of The 

Annie E. Casey Foundation, the Reentry National

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FROM PRISON TO HOME – NEW REENTRY CAMPAIGN DOCUMENTARY 
This film follows parole and corrections officers who are addressing the high rate of African-American 
recidivism through the creation of a unique, culturally based program for inmates in the Oregon State 
correctional system. The aim of the program is to teach prisoners how to reintegrate themselves into their 
communities without becoming entangled in the activities that led 
to their original incarceration.  
 
FROM PRISON TO HOME tracks the challenges Richard 
Campbell and Arthur Hayes grapple with over the course of a 
year, as they struggle to resume their lives outside prison. Both 
participants are involved in the African American Program (AAP), 
a transitional program designed to help offenders change their 
self-perception and develop their cognitive behavioral skills. This 
process begins nine months prior to release, administered by the 
parole and corrections officers with whom they will interact once 
they are released.  
 
In order to place the lives of the parolees and their parole officers 
in a national context, leading experts in the field of Reentry 
discuss the major issues facing them. These include Jeremy Travis, president of the John Jay College of 
Criminology; Marta Nelson,  Vera Institute of Justice; Corrine Cary, Human Rights Watch; Mindy Tarlow, 
Center for Employment Opportunities (profiled in the Reentry Campaign’s Outside the Walls); Eric Cadora, 
Open Society; and Lori Crowder, University of Chicago.  
 
FROM PRISON TO HOME looks into two parolees’ lives, using their own voices and taking us on their own 
paths, and allows the viewer to watch their difficult and frustrating attempt to re-connect with the world. By 

juxtaposing those stories with the voices of 
national authorities, the filmmakers hope to 
explore the central question of whether our 
system, which is theoretically designed to protect 
public safety, is actually doing so.
